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Market Economics 

· This educational topic is one of the hardest for teams to understand.  This is often attributed to the misinterpretation of the of judging criteria “How effectively did the SIFE team measure and demonstrate that it created economic opportunity by helping others understand how a market based economic system operates?”  
· A common misconception by SIFE teams is a project that is done internationally automatically qualifies that project under Market Economics.  For example, a team implements a project that works with small business owners in Albania to help them develop a business plan.  
· Although this project was implemented globally the team is doing business consulting; therefore, this project would be best place under Entrepreneurship.  
· Some topics that would be appropriate to teach about under market economics are supply/demand, needs vs wants, trading, importing/exporting, pricing, competition, and barriers to entry.
